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Ariadne: It always seemed like a puzzle space was limited to a page. But now, my question is what happens when you start
messing with the geometry of it all...?
Cobb: Careful. The words can tell that something is wrong. The geometry might decide to mess with you. You'd be surprised
how many non-overlapping geometric words you've formed by folding up the boards.
Ariadne: What do you mean? They're just words on Boggle boards. It's not like they're going to leave the board and attack us.
Cobb: No. Just you.
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
